Daniel Smith Water Colours: Sodalite Genuine (which is a dark grey), Quinacridone Deep Gold (which is a 
bright burnt orange), Potters Pink (which is a dusky pink), Serpentine Green (which is a yellowy green) 
Winsor & Newton Water Colours: Opera Rose (Which is a bright pink) 
Table Salt 
Paint Palette  
Kitchen Towel / Tissues 
2 jars, filled with clean water

Replace anything you can above with 
supplies that you already have. 

Also Daniel Smith Water Colours are really 
beautiful (like the amethyst colour actually 
has amethyst in i!!), but they are also really 
expensive, so please use whatever water 
colours you have, or buy an affordable set 
to see if you like water colours first.   
Winsor and Newton do nice small sets,  
QoR by Golden do nice and more 
affordable water colours. 
The one thing I would not go cheeper on 
is  the paper, if you use bad quality water 
colour paper, you will have trouble getting 
your painting to turn out the way you want 
it to!
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
